I'd like to share some Capstone statistics with. yiohiope
you'll find it as interesting and encouraging asdee
So far in 2009 alone we have rescued a total aft@8ren
from the streets of Kisumu and Luanda. The totathier
of children on our case file is 77. The average iag&2
years. We are averaging 4 to 6 new kids rescuell eac
month, by the end of this year we expect to havkeadt
100 children in our program.

We anticipate the current six children at the CTC
will be ready to be transferred home by the enthisfyear.
They will finish out the school year from the CTC.

We average 15 street children each week at each of
our outreach programs in Kisumu and Luanda. 1t$¢ n
necessarily the same children who come to the acitre
every week so that number 30 is constantly changivig
plan to expand our street outreach in two othealrur
locations.

We average 38 to 40 home follow-up visits in a
month. As you can imagine, the street work, dutyhat
CTC and home visits keeps our staff of 5 Child \Afedf
Officers very busy.

Now for the reality check The cost of travel for
home visits is increasing rapidly as our case ioatcases
and fuel costs go up. Food costs in Kenya contittue
increase. With the constant increase of childreauiocase
files we need to hire one or two more Children’slfate
Officers.

We realize that times are also difficult in the.US
We praise God as you continue to give on a moritakis
even through tough financial times. However our thiyn
donations are slightly less than our Capstone tipgra
budget. We cannot ask you, our faithful donorgli¢peven
deeper into your already stretched pockets, butiovhave
a request.
